NUTRITION CONSULTANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN WESTERN IDAHO COMMUNITY ACTION PARTNERSHIP AND __________________, NUTRITION CONSULTANT --

SEPTEMBER 2006 – SEPTEMBER 2007

It is agreed that ________________, a Registered Dietician or Nutritionist*, shall serve as the Nutrition Consultant for the Western Idaho Community Action Partnership, (WICAP) Head Start Program. * A MPH or MS in public health nutrition may be substituted for these registrations.

The Nutrition Consultant will be responsible for providing the following services upon request of the Health Services Coordinator or Head Start Director:

1. Assesses the nutritional status and special needs of children and their families from information provided by the family and from health records; discussions with Health Field Advisor, physician, and dentist; and from knowledge of community health problems.

2. The Nutrition Consultant assists parents and staff in formulating plans from this information:

a. Provides necessary counseling for parents.

b. Plans nutrition education program with staff, parents and children.

c. Participates in staff training.

d. Observes performance of food service personnel and provides for training      program that will improve or develop competencies to ensure proficiency.

e. Helps teaching staff plan and provide nutrition-related learning experiences in     the classroom.

f. Utilizes all community resources in carrying out the total nutrition program.

g. Participates in planning and reviewing the menu to assure a high quality feeding program.

h. Provides the food service unit with direction in food budgeting, purchasing,     storage, preparation, service, and setting up efficient record systems.

i. Assists in interpreting and meeting health, sanitation, and safety standards related to nutrition. Interprets Head Start nutrition philosophy to peers in other agencies and enlists skills of such personnel.

j. May assist in preparation of job descriptions and schedules in food preparation facility to assure an efficient food service operation.

k. Will donate sufficient time to help the Head Start program conduct its yearly self-evaluation of the Nutrition Content Area and the written plans.

3. The Nutrition Consultant shall be paid at a rate of $25.00 per hour.

4. Hours must be approved by the Health Services Coordinator or the Head Start Director.
5. This agreement is valid from September 2006 through September 2007. This contract        may be terminated by either party, provided two weeks written notice is given.
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6. The Consultant shall submit a billing stating the date, type of service and number of hours. This billing must be submitted by the fifth of each month. Payment for     services will be made during the month following the month of service after receipt of the billing is received.

7. Mileage will be paid at the current rate of reimbursement paid by WICAP.
8. WICAP Head Start will pay for Worker's Compensation insurance.
