TITLE:  Teacher Home Visitor 

PROGRAM:  Head Start

RESPONSIBLE TO:  Children Services Field Advisor

POSITION SUMMARY:  Performs all job responsibilities in a safe manner. Teach children seven hours a day, four days a week.  Be familiar with and implement Creative Curriculum when planning and setting up classroom environment.  Perform screenings and assessments on all children according to a particular time frame.  Interact on a daily basis with parents.  Solicit volunteers for participation in the program.  Complete home visits and Parent Teacher Conferences as assigned. Be a team player. 

PHYSICAL/MENTAL ABILITIES AND PROCESSES:
· Physical capability, strength and coordination adequate to work with preschool children.

· Computer literacy, (Word processing, database and spreadsheets, Internet and e-mail use required).

· Ability to maintain records on a computerized child/family tracking system.

· Ability to visually assess the health and behaviors of children.

· Frequent significant decisions to assure developmental progress of children.

· Demonstrated ability to supervise preschool children and ensure a safe learning environment including the ability to monitor and respond to events going on at all times in classroom, outdoor play areas and on field trips.  This includes the physical ability to move quickly in order to respond to children who are very active and may need redirection or restraint in order to ensure their safety or the safety of others in the environment.

· Ability to respond appropriately (both mentally and physically) to an emergency or a crisis situation.

· Occasional driving for home visits sometimes in outlying areas.

· Occasional lifting in excess of 50 lbs, occasionally placing children into seats and ability to carry or drag a child in an emergency situation to a safe area.

· Daily kneeling, stooping, bending, and sitting on the floor to attend to children’s needs.

· Occasional climbing steps to enter and exit bus.

QUALIFICATIONS:  

1. Two years experience with pre-school children in an early childhood development program (at least 1,000 hours in classroom setting) and/or CDA.

2. High School diploma or GED required. 

3. Working knowledge of modern office communication systems:  E-mail, voice mail, IBM compatible computer system, and the ability to operate various office equipment:  Computers, fax, photocopy, etc. 

4. Ability to maintain records on a computer system or willing to learn.

5. Valid Driver’s License and access to a privately owned vehicle with liability insurance for use in completing work responsibilities as required.

6. Good verbal and written communications skills.

7. Must have or be willing to obtain Adult and Pediatric CPR and First Aid certifications within 60 days from date of hire.

8. Bilingual in English and preferably Spanish desirable, but not required. The primary language in the workplace is English

9. No prior conviction of child abuse/neglect.  Criminal History Background Clearance.

10. Physical and TB screen upon conditional offer to hire.

· Documented on-the-job WICAP education and/or experience hours may be used as an equivalent to some of the experience qualifications.

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RESPONSIBILITIES:

5. Assists in planning and preparing daily activities.

6. Endorse and implement the Creative Curriculum.

7. Plans for, utilizes and trains volunteers for the classroom, playground, gross motor area, and field trips.

8. Provide parents opportunities to give input into the daily curriculum and document input on lesson plans.

9. Work together as a team with classroom staff.

10. Schedules and organizes time and materials to allow for educational home visits and parent/teacher conferences.

11. Write observations.

12. Keep necessary reports and documentation.

13.  Encourage parents to complete physical, dental and health screenings and follow-up in a timely manner.

14. Assist the Bus Driver as a monitor when needed.

15. Participate in all staffings as needed.

16. Provide customer service in reception, greet and direct visitors at the site.  

17.  Follow step-by-step activities as outlined in content area plans and policies and procedures.

18. Perform other relevant responsibilities as required by the program.

19. Maintain current, valid driver’s license and liability insurance at all times on any personal vehicle used to conduct WICAP business.

20. Obtain and keep current Adult and Pediatric CPR and First Aid certifications.

21. Model the Respectful Workplace Policy when interacting with WICAP customers, community members and colleagues.

22. Participate in professional development, sometimes off-site, at the request and support of supervisor.

23. Must be responsible, able to handle confidential material, able to organize effectively and able to work independently.

24. Assure that a positive image of WICAP is portrayed at all times.
